The Sunday, February, 1, 2009 Boston Sunday
Globe did an article on the future of Houghton Mifflin
Harcourt entitled Publisher Teeters. The article
states that Moody'’s has reported that Houghton, with
a debt load estimated at more than 10 times gross
earnings (6.7 billion dollars), is “a likely default”
unless its loans are renegotiated. Representatives
from Houghton Mifflin Harcourt declined to be
interviewed for the article. Editors and publishers are
dismayed and worried about the company. Those
quoted blame Houghton’s ugly financial situation on
the owners. The company has had three owners
since 2001. Combating the problem would be the
decrease in sales of school textbooks as school
districts nationwide cut back orders because of the
recession.
